symptoms to the Center for Disease Control and 
Prevention (CDC), which ultimately lead to an 
emergency announcement. 

Will information be provided immediately to the 
public in the case of a bioterrorism attack?
The CDC and other healthcare officials must have 
certain information before they can inform the public 
about what to do. Public health officials must first 
identify the biological agent, the appropriate 
treatment and those at risk. 

Checking the television, radio and Internet regularly 
for official updates is advised to find out if you are in 
the group or area at risk and what the symptoms and 
signs of the disease are. Look out for information 
concerning the availability of medication or 
vaccinations, how to obtain them and who should 
receive them. Also, find out where to seek medical 
attention should you need to do so.



In the case of an attack: 

•Do not panic.

•Seek medical attention immediately 
if you are in one of the groups at risk 
and your symptoms match those 
described.

•Do not assume every illness you or 
others may have is related to the 
attack. Symptoms of many common 
illnesses may overlap.

•A doctor must prescribe the right 
treatment. Do not self-medicate or  
take medicine to treat an illness 
brought on by a biological attack 
without seeking medical advice first.  

•Stay away from crowds where 
others may be infected.

•Get away quickly if you become 
aware of an unusual and suspicious 
substance during a biological attack.

•Wash your hands with soap and 
water frequently if you feel you are 
at risk.

•Protect yourself by covering your 
nose, mouth, eyes and cuts in your 
skin if you feel you are at risk.

•If you are in danger, cover your 
mouth and nose. Use layers of fabric 
that can filter the air, but still allow 
you to breath such as a t-shirt or
